Gospel Meditation:  
 

A few years back, I felt as if I couldn’t hear God’s voice the way I used to. The words in the Bible seemed 
like cold ink on a page. Prayer felt like sitting anxiously in a lonely room. I was worried — how could I,  
a priest, preach or help others if I couldn’t hear God’s voice? It went on for months. 
 

Then a friend encouraged me to go on a retreat and spend as much time as possible in silence.  
After a day or two of quiet prayer, I noticed gentle but clear thoughts of repentance in two specific areas  
of my life. I asked God for the grace to change, and I went to confession. Suddenly, the divine silence that 
haunted me was filled with a sense of God’s closeness and goodness. I realized, gratefully, that God had been 
speaking to me in the quiet voice of my conscience. 
 

This week we hear Jesus say, “My sheep hear my voice. I know them and they follow me” (John 10:27).  
Jesus links the hearing of his voice to following him. He speaks to us in our conscience in an intimate,  
personal way, when we most need to hear him. When you feel deaf to God’s voice, perhaps it is time to listen 
in silence for His voice in your conscience calling you to hear and follow the Good Shepherd of your soul.

Hace unos años, sentí como si no pudiera escuchar la voz de Dios de la manera en que solía hacerlo.  
Las palabras de la Biblia parecían tinta fría en una página. La oración se sentía como estar sentado  
ansiosamente en una habitación solitaria.

Entonces un amigo me animó a ir a un retiro y pasar el mayor tiempo posible en silencio. Después de uno  
o dos días de oración en silencio, noté pensamientos suaves pero claros de arrepentimiento en dos áreas  
específicas de mi vida. Le pedí a Dios la gracia de cambiar, y fui a confesarme. De repente, el silencio divino 
que me perseguía se llenó de una sensación de cercanía y bondad de Dios. Me di cuenta, agradecida,  
de que Dios me había estado hablando con la voz tranquila de mi conciencia. 
 

Esta semana escuchamos a Jesús decir: "Mis ovejas oyen mi voz. Yo los conozco y ellos me siguen"  
(Juan 10:27). Jesús vincula el oír su voz con seguirlo. Él nos habla en nuestra conciencia de una manera  
íntima y personal, cuando más necesitamos escucharlo. Cuando te sientas sordo a la voz de Dios, tal vez  
sea el momento de escuchar en silencio Su voz en tu conciencia que te llama a escuchar y seguir al Buen  
Pastor de tu alma.
